Matthew 17:14-21; Mark 9:14-29; and Luke 9:37-43. Read these three accounts and then answer the following questions:

1) Why weren't the disciples able to heal the boy?

2) Did the father have the faith to see his son healed?

3) How did the father respond to Jesus in Mark 9:24?

4) David Jeremiah once said, “Even a small amount of faith is adequate to move a mountain — assuming that the move is in
God's will.” How is this Bible story sometimes abused in it's application?

Faith that Amazed Jesus — Read Matthew 8:5-13 and then answer the following questions:

5) How did the Centurion approach Jesus, and how was that different from the father in the story you just read?
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6) How did Jesus respond (verse 10)?

Fear and faith go hand in hand. Read Psalm 27 and then answer the following questions:

7) Most people struggle with fearing things in life — financial struggles, death of a loved one, loss of a job, etc. Who or what
do you fear?

8) In the midst of his fear, David (the author of this Psalm) summarizes his focus to one thing that he asks of the Lord. What
is that one thing?

9) How does the application of verses 13-14 help you grow in faith?
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
